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2017/2018 Faculty Cultural Immersion & Professional Growth Grant  
Grant to immerse College faculty in an unfamiliar culture outside the United States for 2-3 weeks.  A $4000 award is available for one project whose end dates fall between July 1, 2017 and June 30, 2018. Faculty without previous international experience are especially encouraged to apply.
Eligibility and Conditions for Award: 
1. Faculty (tenured, tenure-track, or continuing lecturer) must have completed one year of full-time service at Berry College by the end of spring semester 2017. 

2. Faculty members will immerse themselves in an unfamiliar culture studying and/or conducting research. Funds may not be applied to conference costs.
3. Travel may occur at any time of the year, provided end dates meet requirements above.

4. Applicants are encouraged to discuss their applications with David Slade at ext. 2229, for feedback.  Applicants can also be put in touch with previous grant recipients. 

5. Travel to countries under US State Department Travel Warning is ordinarily not supported by the College.  
6. Preference will be given to applicants who have not received the award in the last two years.

7. By September 30, recipients submit a written report of their activities including a reflection on personal and professional growth resulting from the grant to their departmental Chair.  Recipients will also share their experiences at an event the following academic year. 
8. For assessment purposes, a year following the project, recipient will submit up to one page explaining how the project contributed to their classroom teaching and the education of Berry students.  
9. Items (including tips) above $25 will not be reimbursed without a receipt.  
10. Payments to individuals (e.g. interpreters, guides) will not be reimbursed.  These need to be paid with a College check in order to be tracked.

11. Grant recipients who resign from Berry College during the academic year following their award will repay the grant to Berry College.
